Will those behind 
me check out my  clothes and car?  Will they think I’m too lazy 
to work?  Each visit was equally hard. What a great celebration 
when we got jobs! God is ever faithful!
	 I pray that what you read in each newsletter will help you 
understand the plight of those who come through our doors and 
inspire you to open your hearts even more to the people of Licking 
County who need us. Our hands are God’s hands here.
